New Jersey will roll out COVID-19 vaccines in a phased approach to all adults who live, work, or are being the State. Within six

months, New Jersey aims to vaccinate 70 percent of the adult population.

Step 2 - Receive notification e-mail when your appropriate eligibility phase is available.
Step 3 - Schedule your vaccination on-line following the instructions
Step 4 - Bring your confirmation at the scheduled time and location to the vaccination clinic.
